A. Man’s chief end is to glorify God,2 and to enjoy him forever.?

a. Ps. 86:9. All nations whom thou hast made shall come and worship before
thee, O Lord; and shall glorify thy name. Isa. 60:21. Thy people also shall be all
righteous: they shall inherit the land for ever, the branch of my planting, the work of
my hands, that | may be glorified. Rom. 11:36. For of him, and through him, and to
him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen. 1 Cor. 6:20. For ye are bought
with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God’s.
1 Cor. 10:31. Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the
glory of God. Rev. 4:11. Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and
power: for thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.

b. Ps. 16:5-11. The Lorb is the portion of mine inheritance and of my cup:
thou maintainest my lot. The lines are fallen unto me in pleasant places; yea, | have a
goodly heritage. | will bless the Lorp, who hath given me counsel: my reins also in-
struct me in the night seasons. | have set the Lorp always before me: because he is at
my right hand, I shall not be moved. Therefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoiceth:
my flesh also shall rest in hope. For thou wilt not leave my soul in hell; neither wilt thou
suffer thine Holy One to see corruption. Thou wilt shew me the path of life: in thy
presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore. Ps.
144:15. Happy is that people, that is in such a case: yea, happy is that people, whose
God is the Lorp. Isa. 12:2. Behold, God is my salvation; | will trust, and not be
afraid: for the Loro JEHOVAH is my strength and my song; he also is become my
salvation. Luke 2:10. And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring
you good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people. Phil. 4:4. Rejoice in the
Lord alway: and again | say, Rejoice. Rev. 21:3-4. And | heard a great voice out of
heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with
them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their
God. And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more
death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former
things are passed away.
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Q. 2. What rule hath God given to direct us how we may glorify and enjoy
him?

A. The Word of God, which is contained in the Scriptures of the
Old and New Testaments,® is the only rule to direct us how we may
glorify and enjoy him.d

c. Matt. 19:4-5. And he answered and said unto them, Have ye not read, that
he which made them at the beginning made them male and female, and said, For this
cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: and they twain
shall be one flesh? With Gen. 2:24. Therefore shall a man leave his father and his
mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh. Luke 24:27, 44.
And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the
scriptures the things concerning himself.... And he said unto them, These are the
words which | spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled,
which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, con-
cerning me. 1 Cor. 2:13. ... which things also we speak, not in the words which
man’s wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things
with spiritual. 1 Cor. 14:37. If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spiritual,
let him acknowledge that the things that | write unto you are the commandments of
the Lord. 2 Pet. 1:20-21. ... knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is
of any private interpretation. For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of
man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost. 2 Pet. 3:2,
15-16. ... that ye may be mindful of the words which were spoken before by the holy
prophets, and of the commandment of us the apostles of the Lord and Saviour....
And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother
Paul also according to the wisdom given unto him hath written unto you; as also in all
his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to be
understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the
other scriptures, unto their own destruction.

d. Deut. 4:2. Ye shall not add unto the word which | command you, neither
shall ye diminish ought from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the Lorp
your God which | command you. Ps. 19:7-11. The law of the Loro is perfect,
converting the soul: the testimony of the Lorb is sure, making wise the simple. The
statutes of the Lorb are right, rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the Lorp is
pure, enlightening the eyes. The fear of the Lorp is clean, enduring for ever: the
judgments of the Lorb are true and righteous altogether. More to be desired are they
than gold, yea, than much fine gold: sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb.
Moreover by them is thy servant warned: and in keeping of them there is great re-
ward. Isa. 8:20. To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this
word, it is because there is no light in them. John 15:11. These things have | spoken
unto you, that my joy might remain in you, and that your joy might be full. John
20:30-31. And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, which
are not written in this book: but these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the
Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through his name. Acts
17:11. These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the
word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things
were so. 2 Tim. 3:15-17. ... and that from a child thou hast known the holy
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Q. 3. What do the Scriptures principally teach?
A. The Scriptures principally teach, what man is to believe con-
cerning God,® and what duty God requires of man.f

Q. 4. What is God?
A. God is a Spirit,9 infinite," eternal,’ and unchangeable,X in his

scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in
Christ Jesus. All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine,
for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: that the man of God may
be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works. 1 John 1:4. And these things
write we unto you, that your joy may be full.

e. Gen. 1:1. In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. John
5:39. Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they
which testify of me. John 20:31. But these are written, that ye might believe that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through his
name. Rom. 10:17. So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of
God. 2 Tim. 3:15. ... and that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures,
which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.

Q. 11. What are God’s works of providence?
A. God’s works of providence are, his most holy, wise,9 and
powerful® preserving' and governingk all his creatures, and all their

Q. 12. What special act of providence did God exercise towards man in the
estate wherein he was created?

A. When God had created man, he entered into a covenant of
life with him, upon condition of perfect obedience; forbidding him
to eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, upon pain of
death.m

Q. 13. Did our first parents continue in the estate wherein they were created?

A. Ouir first parents, being left to the freedom of their own will,
fell from the estate wherein they were created, by sinning against
God."

Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their
own hushands in every thing. Eph. 6:1, 4-5, 9. Children, obey your parents in the
Lord: for this is right.... And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring
them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. Servants, be obedient to them
that are your masters according to the flesh, with fear and trembling, in singleness of
your heart, as unto Christ.... And, ye masters, do the same things unto them, forbear-
ing threatening: knowing that your Master also is in heaven; neither is there respect of
persons with him. 1 Pet. 2:17. Honour all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God.
Honour the king.
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Q. 65. What is forbidden in the fifth commandment?

A. The fifth commandment forbiddeth the neglecting of, or do-
ing anything against, the honor and duty which belongeth to every-
one in their several places and relations.

Q. 66. What is the reason annexed to the fifth commandment?

A. The reason annexed to the fifth commandment is, a promise
of long life and prosperity (as far as it shall serve for God’s glory and
their own good) to all such as keep this commandment.!

Q. 67. Which is the sixth commandment?
A. The sixth commandment is, Thou shalt not kill.m

Q. 68. What is required in the sixth commandment?
A. The sixth commandment requireth all lawful endeavors to
preserve our own life, and the life of others.”

Q. 69. What is forbidden in the sixth commandment?

A. The sixth commandment forbiddeth the taking away of our
own life, or the life of our neighbor unjustly, or whatsoever tendeth
thereunto.®

k. Matt. 15:4-6. For God commanded, saying, Honour thy father and mother:
and, He that curseth father or mother, let him die the death. But ye say, Whosoever
shall say to his father or his mother, It is a gift, by whatsoever thou mightest be profited
by me; and honour not his father or his mother, he shall be free.

Q. 72. What is forbidden in the seventh commandment?
A. The seventh commandment forbiddeth all unchaste thoughts,
words, and actions."

Q. 73. Which is the eighth commandment?
A. The eighth commandment is, Thou shalt not steal.®

Q. 74. What is required in the eighth commandment?
A. The eighth commandment requireth the lawful procuring and
furthering the wealth and outward estate of ourselves and others.t

Q. 75. What is forbidden in the eighth commandment?

A. The eighth commandment forbiddeth whatsoever doth, or
may, unjustly hinder our own, or our neighbor’s, wealth or outward
estate."

p. Ex. 20:14. Deut. 5:18. Neither shalt thou commit adultery.

g. 1 Cor. 7:2-3, 5. Nevertheless, to avoid fornication, let every man have his
own wife, and let every woman have her own husband. Let the husband render unto
the wife due benevolence: and likewise also the wife unto the husband.... Defraud ye
not one the other, except it be with consent for a time, that ye may give yourselves to
fasting and prayer; and come together again, that Satan tempt you not for your incon-
tinency. 1 Thess. 4:3-5. For this is the will of God, even your sanctification, that ye
should abstain from fornication: that every one of you should know how to possess his
vessel in sanctification and honour; not in the lust of concupiscence, even as the Gen-
tiles which know not God.

A. The tenth commandment is, Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s
house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his maid-

with blessings: but he that maketh haste to be rich shall not be innocent.... He that
hasteth to be rich hath an evil eye, and considereth not that poverty shall come upon
him.... Whoso robbeth his father or his mother, and saith, It is no transgression; the
same is the companion of a destroyer....

A. The tenth commandment forbiddeth all discontentment with
our own estate,d envying or grieving at the good of our neighbor, and
all inordinate motions and affections to anything that is his.

I will bless the Lorbp at all times: his praise shall continually be in my
mouth. Phil. 4:11. Not that | speak in respect of want: for | have learned, in whatso-
ever state | am, therewith to be content. 1 Tim. 6:6. But godliness with contentment
is great gain. Heb. 13:5. Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be
content with such things as ye have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor for-
sake thee.

A. No mere man, since the fall, is able in this life perfectly to keep

A. Some sins in themselves, and by reason of several aggrava-
tions, are more heinous in the sight of God than others.9

Q. 84. What doth every sin deserve?
A. Every sin deserveth God’s wrath and curse, both in this life,
and that which is to come.h

A. The outward and ordinary means whereby Christ communi-
cateth to us the benefits of redemption are, his ordinances, especially
the Word, sacraments, and prayer; all which are made effectual to
the elect for salvation.”

Q. 89. How is the Word made effectual to salvation?

A. The Spirit of God maketh the reading, but especially the
preaching, of the Word, an effectual means of convincing and con-
verting sinners, and of building them up in holiness and comfort,
through faith, unto salvation.s

Q. 90. How is the Word to be read and heard, that it may become effectual
to salvation?
A. That the Word may become effectual to salvation, we must

worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world
worketh death.

And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is
given unto me in heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: teaching
them to observe all things whatsoever | have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you
alway, even unto the end of the world.

Q. 91. How do the sacraments become effectual means of salvation?

A. The sacraments become effectual means of salvation, not from
any virtue in them, or in him that doth administer them; but only by
the blessing of Christ, and the working of his Spirit in them that by
faith receive them.W

Q. 92. What is a sacrament?
A. Asacramentis a holy ordinance instituted by Christ;* wherein,

blood, with all his benefits, to their spiritual nourishment, and growth
in grace.9

Q. 97. What is required for the worthy receiving of the Lord’s Supper?

A. ltisrequired of them that would worthily partake of the Lord’s
Supper, that they examine themselves of their knowledge to discern
the Lord’s body, of their faith to feed upon him, of their repentance,
love, and new obedience; lest, coming unworthily, they eat and drink
judgment to themselves.h
